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The real theme is for me something much more permanent and difficult: Death and
Immortality: the mystery of the love of the world in the hearts of a race ‘doomed’ to
leave and seemingly lose it; the anguish in the hearts of a race ‘doomed’ not to leave

it, until its whole evil-aroused story is complete.?
